this task?

Skills 
• Identify appropriate sources

• Use search tools to locate information

Questions to ask 
• Do I have enough information?

• Do I need to use all of this information?

• How can I best combine information from 

different sources?

Skills 
• Make notes under focus questions or 

headings

• Record quotations and sources of 

information for a bibliography

Questions to ask 
• What information can I leave out?

• How relevant is the information I have found?

• How credible is the information I have found?

• How will I record the information I need?

Skills 
• Analyse the usefulness of each source

• Use keywords to locate useful information within 

sources

• Assess the credibility of sources which express 

opinion

• Identify inconsistency and bias in a source

Questions to ask 
• What will I do with this information?

• How can I best present this information?

• Who is my audience?

Skills 
• Consider the purpose of the presentation 

(educate / entertain / persuade)

• Consider the audience

• Communicate using the most appropriate 

medium for the task
